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Business Workshop for NRNs, 21 September
 The Britain Nepal Chamber of Commerce (BNCC) and Gateway Asia are holding a workshop at the Nepal Embassy in Kensington Palace Gardens, London to help small and medium enterprises to consider trade and investment opportunities in Nepal and Northern India. It follows a number of successful workshops which have focussed on markets in India and China organised and delivered by Gateway Asia and its private and public sector partners.  Gateway Asia www.gateway-asia.co.uk  is an innovative and free business to business Programme that is part funded by the European Regional Development Fund (ERDF).  
 This will be the first workshop to focus on Nepalese business people in the UK, especially those who have so far had little or no idea or experience of trying to export. Experts will describe the business opportunities and the support that Gateway Asia and others can provide to firms taking their first steps to explore trade possibilities or to expand on existing informal and formal contacts.
 The 21 September workshop is part of the build up to a trade delegation to Kathmandu and New Delhi which the BNCC intend to mount in the spring of 2011 with Gateway Asia and other partners.'
The workshop on 21 September is a free standing, and free, event. Yet it will also give an opportunity to discuss the thinking behind the trade mission projected for 2011. Nepal has indeed been experiencing many difficulties, including power shortages, which have constrained its economic growth. However, the Asian Development Bank recently concluded that  Nepal was second only to India in South Asia in its potential for 'structural transformation'. Nepal lies between the fast rising giant economies of China and India, it has a strong forex inflow from remittances and tourism, strong donor support, enormous hydro power potential, a very wide range of exports and export potential and an open trade border with India. The BNCC and Gateway Asia see 2011 as the time for NRNs and other UK firms to get in on the ground floor to take advantage of that 'transformation' waiting to happen.
